When the dressings were removed
after cataract surgery on both
eyes, six-year-old David burst into
tears on seeing for the first time.
Overwhelmed by being able to
see? Not quite. He was frustrated
that he wasn’t already at school
and reading! Tears dried quickly
when he was given a newspaper
and now he’s busy at school,
making sense of it all.

Aided by funds from US-based
humanitarian organisation, Unite
For Sight, David was one of the
lucky children whose sight was
restored for free at the Crystal Eye
Clinic in Ghana. Ophthalmologist
Dr James Clarke, the clinic’s
Medical Director, performs surgery
on more than 2,000 patients each
year, 86 per cent of whom receive
care through Unite For Sight.

Your Skywards Miles donations
were exchanged for air tickets from
the US to Ghana for volunteers
Usha Rao and her daughter Priya

travelled to Accra to support Dr
Clarke and his team, helping them
to diagnose up to 300 patients in a
single day.

Born with a cleft lip, 10-year-old
Monjurani got the chance to have
a life-changing operation when the
Emirates Friendship Hospital sailed
into her district in the frequently
flooded northern area

of Bangladesh.

A maid servant, whose father is
a poor farmer from the Jamalpur
district, she was among 15
villagers who received surgery

in April at the hospital’s regular
Reconstructive Surgery Camps.
The operations were carried out
by volunteer surgeon Dr Christian
Echinard and Anesthetist Dr
Marc Gimenez of the French
organisation Humaniterra
International. Their flights to
Bangladesh were funded by
donated Skywards Miles .

Ship (below), built at a cost of
some US$750,000 in donations,
has organised 11 secondary
health camps over the past

year of its operation along the
River Bhramaputra. Along with
reconstructive surgery, local and
international medical professionals
carried out eye, dental and breast
tumour surgery.
