The foundation stepped in fo help a public
health crisis in the Maldives by funding the
purchase of a year's supply of blood filters,
at a cost of US$100,000, fo help over 500
children afflicred with rhalassaemia major.
This genefic disease, endemic in the island

nafion, threarens an enfire generation.

Staying alive

with filters

The foundation is working with the Society
for Health Education (SHE), an NGO
dedicared to fackling the disease through a

massive health education programme.

For some, an expensive bone marrow
transplant is the key fo recovery. For a
majority, howeuver, if is a case of staying
alive, in the hope that a proper cure may
one day be found. It is a race against fime
- most will not pass through their tfeenage
years. In order to stay alive, these children
face monthly blood fransfusions and daily
injections. One of the most difficult aspects

of this freatment programme is the worry
that constant blood transfusions will carry
impurities. With already weakened systems,
even minor infections can prove fatal, and
therefore the filters are vital.

Little Shama (below) is typical of the fight
fo which the foundation has confribufed.
The six-year-old makes monthly 12-hour
round frips by boat from her home in Alif
Aroll o the capiral, Male, for fransfusions.
She also has daily injections, and

stoically undergoes a rigorous moniforing
programme. She has a brother, aged nine,

who also has the condition.
